Science Labs and 
Modern Foreign 

Languages

The stairs by the library lead to
some of our science labs.
Here is lab 1. You can see the
labs are spacious and set out to
do many different experiments.
In Year 7 you’ll learn about
cells, particles and forces.

On the top floor are the
language rooms. Students
study French, German or
Spanish. Many also take GCSEs
in additional languages that
they speak at home such as
Polish and Urdu.
